Call to order

Review of agenda and minutes from September (Andrew)

Andrew welcomed everybody.  Andrew read the agenda and it was accepted with the addition of an announcement that the Best Ball Tournaments at West Park will no longer be run because of lack of participation. The minutes were accepted with noted typos. (1st Michelle, 2nd Marie).

Tournaments

Petawawa wasn’t able to participate because of the holiday shut down of the military base.  Unfortunately they aren’t able to get the registration money back from the national office.  May discuss at the next meeting.
2) 4-Steps Teams – Please make sure to send Steve the names of the team members as soon as you have them.  There isn’t much time between the end of qualifications and the deadline to register.

3) High-Low Doubles – Please send names to Steve as soon as possible for the same reasons as 4 Steps teams.

8) Possible sponsor for shirts for the YBC - Labatts is interested in sponsoring bowling but we can’t put an alcohol related logo on the youth shirts.  Negotiations are ongoing to see if they can still sponsor without putting the logo on the shirts for youth.
9) Volunteer Dinner – Please send names and write-ups to Steve by March 1st. Also please send the number of volunteers attending and the raffle tickets to Lise by April 1st.

Old Business (Various)
1) 4-Step Provincials – Andrew asked what each centre is doing as far as providing gifts for the bowlers. Lise said that she has some postcards and maps.  Maybe some gift certificates.  Andrew mentioned that he had been in contact with his councillor and may be able to get some City of Ottawa pins to give out.  Perhaps other centres could do likewise with their councillors to see if they can get pins for the bowlers at each of their centres. West Park has had a difficult time finding a photographer that will come in for the small amount of pictures that they have to take at their centre. The subject of allergic reactions to peanuts (and other nuts) was brought up as a possible problem for the centres.  It may be prudent to remove or cover up any vending machines that contain nuts.
2) Barry MacAdam will be going to the Winter games with a team of Seniors and would like to know if the Zone can cover some of the costs for going.  Some people expressed an issue with giving more money to Seniors as opposed to giving an equal share to all divisions of bowlers.  The zone spends a significant amount more on the Seniors than the other divisions of bowlers.  We couldn’t vote on it because there were only representatives from 4 centres.  We need at least 5 representatives to vote on issues.
New Business (Various)
1) New fundraising ideas for next season.  There was a discussion about various ways that we can raise money for the zone for next season.  Here are some ideas that people threw out:
a) Joint garage sale

b) BBQ – There’s a guy in Barrhaven who does fundraisers.

c) Car wash

d) Raffle in grocery store lobby, perhaps for a turkey.

2) We would also like to find ways of increasing the number of registrations for all centres.  Here are some ideas that were discussed:

a) Walkley offers free bowling to any current YBC bowler for the month of January if they bring a friend to join the YBC (before Thanksgiving) and the new bowler stays until at least Christmas.

b) Hold open houses at each of the centres to offer demonstrations and to let people try it out for free.

c) If we were to have a joint garage sale perhaps we could set up a registration table with information about YBC.

d) If we were to hold a raffle in a grocery store we could hand out registration forms or information sheets.

3) Michelle thought that we should hold meetings more often.  It was also mentioned that we should rotate the location of the meetings.  It was quite loud at Walkley and difficult to hear.  It was mentioned that some of the newer grocery stores have Community rooms that we may be able to book for free.
